Level 1 (Phase 2) works were completed 
over the 2016 summer break.  Works were 
successfully completed on time and within 
budget, giving the client confidence that 
the next two phases of the project could be 
brought forward and delivered as a single 
phase.  

Levels 2 & 3 (Phases 3 & 4) were successfully 
completed in planned stages up to September 
2017.
 
The project has created a greater range of 
accessible study spaces and has allowed the 
Library to move to a 24/7 model of operation.
